(This Act received the assent of the Governor on the 29th July 2006; assent was first
published in the Maharashira Government Gazette, Extraordinary. Part IV, on the 1% August
2006.)

An Act to make special provisions for reservation of seats for admission for Scheduled
Castes, Scheduled Tribes, De-notified Tribes (Vimukta Jatis), Nomadic Tribes and Other Back-
ward Classes in Private Professional Educational Institutions; and for matters connected there-
with or incidental thereto.

WHEREAS, the Supreme Court, in the case of P. A. Inamdar and Others versus State of
Maharashtra (rcported in (2005) 6 SCC 537), has held that ncither can the policy of rescrvation
be enforced by the State nor can any quota or percentage of admission be carved out to be
appropriated by the State in Private Professional Educational Institutions;

AND WHEREAS in order to protect the interests of any socially and educationally
backward classes of citizens or the Scheduled Castes or the Scheduled Tribes, article 15 of the
Constitution of India has been amended by the Constitution (Nincty-third Amendment) Act,
2005, by adding clause (3) thereto, which empowers the State to make, by law, a special
provision for the advancement of those classes, castes and tribes, in so far as such special
provisions relate to their admission to educational institutions, including private educational
institutions, whether aided by the State or not, other than the minority educational institutions
referred to in clause (/) of article 30 of the Constitution;

AND WHEREAS both Houses of the State Legislature were not in session;

AND WHEREAS the Governor of Maharashtra was satisfied that circumstances existed
which rendered it necessary for him to take immediate action to make, by law, special
provisions for reservation of seats for admission for Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes,
De-notified Tribes (Vimukia Jatis), Nomadic Tribes and Other Backward Classes in Private
Professional Educational Institutions; and for matters connected therewith or incidental
thereto; and, therefore, promulgated the Maharashtra Private Professional Educational
Institutions (Reservation of seats for admission for Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes,
De-notified Tribes (Vinukta Jatis), Nomadic Tribes and Other Backward Classes) Ordinance,
2006, on the 16th June 2006;

AND WHEREAS it is expedient to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State
Legislature; it is hereby enacted in the Fifty-seventh Year of the Republic of India as
follows :—

1. (/) This Act may be called the Maharashtra Private Professional Edcucational
Institutions (Reservation of seats for admission for Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes.
De-notificd Tribes (Vimukta Jatis), Nomadic Tribes and Other Backward Classes) Act, 2006.

(2) It shall extend to the whole of the State of Maharashtra.

(3) It shall be deemed to have come into force on the 16th June 2006.

2. In this Act, unless the context otherwise requires, —

(@) “Aided Private Professional Educational Institution™ means a Private Professional
Educational Institution, excluding a Minority Educational Institution referred to in clause (/)
of article 30 of the Constitution, receiving recurring financial aid or assistance in whole
or in part from the Government, or from any body under the control of the Government;

(b) “Appropriate Authority” means, the Medical Council of India, the Dental Council
of India. the Central Council of Indian Medicine. the All India Council of Technical Education,
and includes any other authority established by law that governs or controls the conduct of
a particular professional course or educational discipline;

(c) “Creamy Layer” means the category of ‘Creamy Layer’ as declared by the Social
Justice, Cultural Affairs and Special Assistance Department of the Government, on the basis of
income, by general or special orders, issued from time to time;

(d) “De-notified Tribes (Vimukta Jatis)” means the Tribes declared as such by the
Government, from time to time;

(¢) “Government” means the Government of Maharashtra;

(f) “Minority Educational Institution” means a Private Professional Educational
Institution administered, managed and controlled by a minority and shall include any such
educational institution declared by the Government to be an institution entitled to enjoy the
protection granted under clause () of article 30 of the Constitution:

{g) “Noinadic Tribes” mcans the Tribes wandering from place to place in scarch of
their livelihood, as declared by the Government, from time to time:

() “Other Backward Classes™ means any socially and educationally backward classes
of citizens as declared by the Government and includes Other Backward Classes declared by
the Government of India in relation to the State of Maharashtra;

{f) “Privatc Professional Lducational Institution™ mcans any College, School, Institute,
Institution or other body, by whatever name called, conducting any professional course or
courses approved or recognized by the Appropriate Authority and affiliated to any University,
but shall not include any such institution established, maintained or administered by the
Central Government, any State Government, any local authority or institution declared to
be Deemed University under section 3 of the University Grants Commission Act, 1956;

(/) “Professional Course™ means any educational course of study notified as such, from
time to time, by the Government in the Official Gazette;

(k) “prescribed” means prescribed by the rules framed by the Government under this Act;

“NomadicTribes (D) shall mean such Tribes or sub-Tribes, declared by Government, by
general or special orders issued in this behalf, from time to time, to be “the De-notified
Tribes (A),” “Nomadic Tribes (B)” “Nomadic Tribes (C)” and “Nomadic Tribes (D)

(ii) “Special Backward Category” means socially and educationally backward classes
of citizens declared as “Special Backward Category” by the Government.

5. (1) In every Unaided Private Professional Educational Institutions, the seats to
be reserved for candidates belonging to the Reserved Category shall be such as may be
notified by the Government from time to time in the Official Gazette. but shall not exceed
fifty per cent. of the Sanctioned Intake of any particular Professional Course.

(2) Out of the seats reserved under sub-section (/) for the candidates belonging to
the Reserved Category, the seats to be filled in by admitting candidates belonging to the
Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes, De-notified Tribes (Vimukta Jatis), Nomadic Tribes and
Other Backward Classes, respectively, shall be in the same inter se proportion, and in the
manner, specified in sub-section (2) of section 4.

6. Any admission made in contravention of the provisions of this Act shall be void.

7. Whoever contravenes the provisions of this Act or the rules made thereunder shall,
on conviction, be punished with an imprisonment which may extend to three years and
with a fine which shall not be less than twenty lakh rupees but which may extend to one
crore rupees.

8. No suit, prosecution or other legal proceedings shall lie against any authority or
person for anything done or purported to have been done in good faith in pursuance of
the provisions of this Act or the rules made thereunder.

9. (1) The Government may, by notification in the Official Gazette, make rules to
carry out the purposes of this Act.

(2)  Every rule made under this Act shall be laid, as soon as may be, after it is made, before
cach House of the State Legislature, while it is in session for a total period of thirty days, which
may be comprised in one session or in two or more successive sessions, and if, before the expiry
of the session in which it is so laid or the sessions immediately following, both Houses agree
in making any modilfication in the rule or both Houses agree that the rule should not be made.
and notify their decision to that effect in the Official Gazette, the rule shall, from the date
of publication of such decision in the Official Gazette, have effect only in such modified form
or be of no effect. as the case may be; so, however, that any such modification or annulment
shall be without prejudice to the validity of anything previously done or omitted to be done
under that rule.

10. The provisions of this Act shall be in addition to and not in derogation of the
provisions contained in any other law for the time in being in force.

11.  Notwithstanding anything contained in any other provisions of this Act, any
Minority Educational Institution, whether aided or not, may provide for reservation in
admissions to Professional Courses for candidates belonging to the Reserved Category.

12. (/) If any difficulty arises in giving effect to the provisions of this Act, the
Government may, as occasion arises, by an order published in the Official Gazette. do anything
not inconsistent with the provisions of this Act, which appears to it to be necessary or
cxpedicnt for removing the difficulty;

Provided that. no suh order shall be made after the expiry of a period of two years from
the date of commencement of this Act.

(2)  Every order made under this section shall be laid, as soon as may be, after it is made,
before each House of the State Legislature.

13. (/) The Maharashtra Private Professional Educational Institutions (Reservation
of seats for admission for Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes, De-notified Tribes (Vimukta
Jatis), Nomadic Tribes and Other Backward Classes) Ordinance, 2006, is hereby repealed.

(2) Notwithstanding such repeal anything done or any action taken (including any
notification or order issucd), under the said Ordinaice, shall be deemed to have been done,
taken or issued, as the case may be, under the corresponding provisions of this Act.

In continuation to this office letter No.F.21-2/2015 (CU) dated 23.03.2016 (copy enclosed)
regarding the policy of reservation in admissions and appointments, | am directed to inform you
to implement the reservation policy in admissions and appointments as under :-

(i) University may follow the réservation policy in admissions in"all courses as’ per *
“provisions contained in the Central Educational Institutions (Reservation in Admission)
Act, 2006 (Gazette notification dated 04.01.2007) and as amended in 2012 (Gazette
notification dated 20.06.2012). A copy of each of the CEl Act 2006 and Amendment
Act, 2012 is enclosed for ready reference.

(ii) For reservation policy in appointments of Non-Teaching staff, university may follow
the quantum of reservation in Group ‘C’ and erstwhile Group ‘D’ posts as per
instructions issued by DoPT Order No.36011/6/2010-Estt.(Res.) dated 25 June, 2010
(copy enclosed). For reservation in Group ‘A’ and Group ‘B’ posts, the reservation for
SCis 15%, for ST is 7.5% and for OBC, reservation in direct recruitment is 27%.

(iii) In teaching positions, reservation for SC is 15% and for ST is 7.5% at all three levels i.e.
Professor, Associate Professor and Assistant Professor. However, 27% OBC reservation
in teaching positions is applicable at the level of Assistant Professor only.

Sir,

This is in reference to the discussion on Revised Budget Estimates for 2015-2016 held on 1%
March, 2016 to 3" March, 2016 in the UGC office. In this regard, | am directed to inform you that It
has been observed that some of the Central Universities has not maintained the point wise
reservation roaster. Therefore, il is to inform you to frame the point wise reservation roaster as per
rules framed by the Govt. of India. Further, it is also to inform you that as per instructions of Govt. of
India/UGC, the educational institutions receiving grant-in-aid from Central Government have to
follow the prescribed percentage of Reservation i.e. 15% for SCs, 7%% for STs and 27% in OBCs in the
matter of teaching and non-teaching posts as well as in admissions to various courses except
Minority educational institutions under Article 30(1) of the Constitution. The Central Universities are
receiving 100% grant from the Central Government/UGC and they have to follow the Reservation
Policy of the Government of India for SCs/STs in toto i.e. 15% for SCs, 7%% for STs and 27% for OBCs
in the matter of teaching and non-teaching posts as well as in admissions to various

courses/degrees.

As per instructions of UGC, all the Central Universities have to maintain{ provide the
reservation for SCs/STs in teaching positions at all levels i.e. Assistant Professor, Associate Professor

and Professor and OBC reservation at Assistant Professor only.

General instructions for admission Process -

i) A consolidated list arranging all the applications irrespective of caste of categories in
the order of merit is to be prepared.

ii) Initially 50% open seats as per merit list are to be filled in.

iii)  There after 50% reserved seats are to be filled in from reserved category students as
per prescribed percentage.

iv) The students from reserved categories, who are selected on merit, have to be treated
as open category students. As such there will not be any objection if the percentages
of reserved category students exceeds 50% (Govt. No.UGC-1493/(2428)WS-4 dated
7/2/1996)

v) (Note ; As per G.R. No.TEM/3397/12926/(9086)/TE-1 dated 11/7/1997 the
constitutional reservation should not exceed 50% and hence the necessary adjustment
is to be made for giving reservation to S.B.C.as per GR)

If students belonging to particular B.C. category are not available for
admission as per quota of that particular category, other students belonging to B.C
category should be considered for admission. If the seats are still vacant due to non-

. availability of students belonging to B.C category then students from open category
should be admitted with prior approval from the College/Sanstha Special Cell
Standing Committee.

vi) Students belonging to creamy layer amongst the categories (except SC/ST) are not
entitled to take reservation faciliies as per Government Order
No.CBC/2006/VK/15/Mavak 5 dated 30 June, 2006.

The guidelines issued by the University Grants Commission vide its letter
No. D.O.F.1-6/99/SCT dated 11/5/2000 circulated vide outward No. SU/Special
Cell/F.20/305 dated 4/7/2000 should also be taken iito consideration for admission
